Why apply to the Certificate Program?

e  Completion of the Certificate Program provides you with knowledge, credentials, and access as an alumnus to a lifelong com-
munity of practitioners dedicated to the medium of photography.

e PCNW is located in the Capitol Hill neighborhood of Seattle, with easy access to galleries and museums here, as well as in
Pioneer Square, downtown, and the U-District. Our facilities include wet darkrooms, two digital labs, three lighting studios, an
alternative process studio and an exhibition space featuring five-six shows a year and a broad range of significant photography.

e  Program attendees are immersed in the history, theory and practice of creating photographic work, and are taught by engaged
professionals from within and beyond our region. Masterclasses by visiting artists complement ten-week courses focused on
technical and creative knowledge specific to this craft.

e With evening courses and small classes of not more than twelve people, the Certificate Program is personal, flexible and acces-
sible. Most participants complete the course of study in 3-5 years, with the final year being dedicated to a thesis project. Esti-
mated cost to complete the program is approximately $19,900, including materials and lab fees (tuition is charged on a per
class, per quarter basis).
